Battery

Remove and safely discard the old batteries. Replace new batteries inserting them face up so the + symbol is on top.

Press and hold the Q button for 3 seconds to power on and off. 
NOTE: The thermometer will turn off automatically after 24 hours if there is no operation. 

Press the Q button to switch between °C and °F.
NOTE: The default for this thermometer is °C
